          Referees are expected to develop a team approach to refereeing and work professionally with ORRS members and visiting officials. 
          Referees are expected to show respect for other referees, coaches and players and never promote criticism of them. 
          Referees are expected to be mentally alert and in good physical shape. 
          Referees are seen as senior members of societies and should actively contribute to development within local refereeing.  
          Referees are to work closely with ORRS coaching panel and strive to develop their individual performance.
          Referees understand the game is for the players, therefore, they must continually focus on learning how to read a game and what players are trying to achieve.
